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Canon Batteries

Since the 16th century the Island has been well endowed with canon emplacements. From Cranstal in the north to the
Calf in the south, canon have been positioned to warn off unwelcome visitors. The English Civil War period was an
important time for canon defences, as was the period of the Napoleonic Wars, and the
American War of Independence.
